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Yufa Peng is professor and director at the Center for Biosafety Research, Institute of Plant Protection, Chinese Academy of Agricultural Sciences at Beijing. He is well experienced with biosafety research and regulation of crops derived from modern biotechnology.  His major emphasis in recent years has been on developing methodologies for safety assessment of genetically modified organisms (GMOs) and understanding the biological and ecological interactions between crops and its pests or pathogenic microorganisms. He is an overall coordinator for several national projects on biosafety assessment and management of genetically modified (GM or transgenic) plants. He received his B.Sc. in Agronomy from Central China Agricultural University in 1981 and his M.Sc. in plant pathology from Chinese Academy of Agricultural Sciences in 1984. 
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
